Additional Comments Invited as part of the consultation on the Welsh Medium Education Strategy: 

I wrote to you on 13 May inviting you to comment on the Welsh Assembly Government’s Welsh-medium Education Strategy, which was launched for public consultation on that date.  Since writing to you, it has been suggested that in the context of the Government’s aim for LEAs to put in place thorough and reliable methods of measuring and forecasting demand supported by clear implementation steps to match provision with demand, the Welsh Assembly Government may wish to consider placing a statutory requirement on each LEA to conduct surveys amongst parents, in order to discover the need for Welsh-medium education, and for LEAs to respond positively to the results of the surveys in meeting the needs identified.  

As the proposal is closely linked to the proposals set out in the draft Welsh-medium Education Strategy currently out for consultation, which outlines ways in which the Welsh Assembly Government would work more closely with local authorities in the planning of Welsh-medium education, it was felt that, rather than canvass views separately, the current consultation would provide the opportunity to gauge the strength of support for the introduction of statutory measures to collect information on the demand for Welsh-medium education.  This letter, therefore, asks for your views about this suggestion and the implications for you. I would ask that you keep your comments on this matter separate from those on the rest of the Strategy, under the heading ‘Proposed requirement to assess demand for Welsh-medium education’.
